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OVERVIEW OF THE RETAIL DEPOSIT MARKET
Fourth quarter of 2011
According to the data on the aggregate individuals’ deposits received from DIS member-banks the inflow of retail deposits in the fourth quarter of 2011 (including balances on current and card accounts) amounted to T153.8 billion (or 5.9%).  Thus, during the year the retail deposits increased by T508.8 billion (or 22.6%) and expanded to T2.8 trillion. The share of deposits placed in national currency during the quarter has not changed – 58% of the total amount of retail deposits.
As of January 1, 2012 the structure of the aggregate retail deposit base was represented in the following way: the majority of it is composed by term and conditional deposits with total share of 86.2% or T2.38 trillion (increase by 4.2% over the quarter), followed by current and card accounts’ balances with 12.6% or T347.5 billion (increase by 12.6% over the quarter), and call deposits with 1.2% or T32.2 billion (quarterly increase by 6.8%). The average sum of current and card accounts’ balances reached T26.2 thousand, and that of call deposits – T14.9 thousand. In whole, the total sum of all deposits up to T5 million was equal to 44.6% of the total amount of retail deposits (99.7% of aggregate number of retail accounts). (see Fig. 1)

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In whole, term and conditional deposits up to T5 million represented the greater part of total deposits, the net quarterly increase was T49.8 billion, while term deposits from T5 to T15 million increased by T25.2 billion over the period. The volume of large term deposits over T15 million also increased by T21.6 billion (or 1.9%) over the quarter. However, this was the smallest growth rate among all the types of deposits. The amount of large term deposits reached 1.2 trillion tenge, representing 43.04% of the total volume of retail deposits. The quarterly growth of call deposits composed T2.1 billion, and the sum of the current and card accounts’ balances increased by T55.2 billion.
In addition, it should be noted that 3.5% of all retail deposits or T97.5 billion including current and card accounts’ balances belonged to top-managers of member-banks as well as to their shareholders, owning five percent and more of voting shares, and to their close relatives. In whole, the total amount of these types of deposits has increased by T8.9 billion or 10%.
As of January 1, 2012, the aggregate insurance coverage amount for individuals’ deposits to be paid out by the Fund reached T1.32 trillion. As of January 1, 2012 the Fund’s financial resources accumulated in the Special Reserve to be used for deposit coverage reimbursement to depositors including 50% of Fund’s authorized capital totaled T161 billion, which is 12.2% from the aggregate reimbursement sum for individuals’ deposits and 5.8% from the total aggregate sum of individuals’ deposits.
At the end of the reporting quarter according to the differential premium system “BATA”, basing on core financial indicators and containing five classification groups - «A», «B», «C», «D» and «E» with corresponding rates of premiums the majority of banks is classified into the group “D” with premium rate 0.19% (11 banks) and group “C” with premium rate 0.11% (14 banks). During the quarter, four member-banks improved their financial standing switching to the group with lower rate of premium, while the other four banks moved to the groups with bigger rate of premium due to the worsening of their indicators.

As of February 1, 2012 the aggregate amount reimbursed by the Fund to the depositors of Nauryz Bank JSC comprised T679.5 million and to the depositors of Valut-Tranzit Bank JSC – T13.87 billion. The amount returned to the Fund by the liquidation commissions of the Nauryz Bank JSC and Valut-Tranzit Bank JSC totaled T679.4 million (which represents 88% of the total amount to be recovered from this bank) and T5.11 billion (which composes 36.06% of the total amount to be recovered), respectively.
